Spread the word about April 17

Spread the word! April 17, which falls during the Week
of the Young Child, is the date that Chesterfield ele-
mentary schools will register children for kindergarten
and take applications for a limited number of prekin-
dergarten spots.

Toattend kindergarten, a child must be 5 years old

on or before Sept. 30. Every Chesterfield elementary
school offers kindergarten, but only 12 have prekinder-
garten, which is designed to provide school-readiness
skills to eligible children with the greatest need. To
apply for a prekindergarten spot, children must meet
eligibility guidelines and live in one of these elementa-
ry school attendance zones: Bellwood, Bensley, Beulah,
Chalkley, Davis, Ettrick, Falling Creek, Harrowgate,
Hopkins, Marguerite Christian, Providence or Reams.

Between 9 a.m. and 7 p.m. on April 17, parents should
take their children to the elementary school they are
zoned to attend. To find the correct school, parents can
call 748-1666 or go online to chesterfield k12.va.us, then
click “schools,” then click “school look-up feature.”

Parents should make every effort to register their
children on April 17.If this is not possible, parents
should call the school to set up an appointment as soon
as possible.
